e  collaborate with professional services of other licensed practitioners in the technical areas of mechanical,
electrical and load-bearing design as required for regulatory approval,

. review and evaluate design solutions during implementation and upon completion;

e  adapt to the ever-changing world of interior design;

e continue the capacity for lifelong learning provided by a well-balanced foundation in the liberal arts; and

e  coordinate a successful job search.
